The plainsong (Clef line is D) is taken from the Sarum Missal, as are the repeat
indications. The text is the third responsory at Matins on Easter Day.
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After singing the plainsong Et valde, the choir should sing from [A] Ut venientes. Having reached the end of the

Alleluia once more, the Gloria Patri below should be sung, followed by [B] Alleluia.
